
2010 TSDS Schooling Show Championship Classes

 


1) Qualifications:
a) 2 scores from the highest test of each level.
b) Rider must be a TSDS member in good standing at the time when scores are earned.
c) Scores may be from any TSDS schooling show or affiliated show through October. 

2) Qualifying Scores: Both scores must be from the highest test of each level.
Introductory Level – Test B -- 60% Open, Amateur, Junior
Training Level -- Test 4 -- 60% Open, Amateur, Junior
First Level -- Test 4 -- 58% Open, Amateur, Junior
Second Level – Test 4 -- 56% Open, Amateur, Junior
Third Level – Test 3 -- 56% Open, Amateur, Junior
Fourth Level – Test 3 -- 56% Open, Amateur, Junior

 

3) Championship Classes: The highest test at each level will be ridden in the championship show.
a) Introductory Level (Test B) Open, Amateur, Junior
b) Training Level (Test 4) Open, Amateur, Junior
c) First Level (Test 4) Open, Amateur, Junior
d) Second Level (Test 4) Open, Amateur, Junior
e) Third Level (Test 3) Open, Amateur, Junior
f) Fourth Level (Test 3) Open, Amateur, Junior

 

4) Horses can only be shown in 2 consecutive levels.

 

5) Horses can qualify with more than one rider, but can only show in no more than a total of 4 classes in Training level and below and 3 classes in First Level and above.

 

6) Horses may also be ridden in open classes/shown by someone else than the rider.

 

7) Whips and callers may be used.

 

8) There is no limit on the number of horses on which a rider may qualify.

 

9) Qualification is based on horse/rider combination. 

 

10) Proper show attire and braiding is highly encouraged.

 

11) This is a Combined show with the open schooling show and does not require a separate entry form.  Qualified horse/riders will automatically be eligible for the championship classes and only need designate if they do NOT wish to compete for the championship class award.  The class and championship class are scored and ridden concurrently and no additional fees apply.
